The decisions of the judges- including any penalties-are issued at their sole discretion and are FINAL.

GENERAL RULES:
Coaches or their designee will be responsible for starting and stopping the music. You must
supply your own CD. Coaches or their designee will sit next to the announcer at the judge’s table.
Coaches /designee are asked to be at the announcer’s table, with CD in hand at least one entry prior
to their team/individual/pair’s performance.

In the event your routine is interrupted because of failure of our equipment, facilities, etc., you will
be permitted to restart your routine from the beginning. If your routine is interrupted because of
failure of your supplies or personnel, you should continue, as your time limit will remain in effect.

In the event that an injury occurs during your performance, you may either continue your routine, or
start over.

- ROUTINE REQUIREMENTS: ’Q’WM‘%

One (1) cheer * One (1)chant *  One (1) dance routine. ; )

TEAMS: Each team will have a 3-minute time limit to perform. Cheering and Chanting is
welcomed during a dance, but to meet requirements, music must be off for one cheer and one

chant.
*Cartwheel, round-off, somersaults are not considered tumbling, ending any of the listed stunts with backhand
spring/walkover is considered tumbling division.

INDIVIDUALS & PAIRS: Each individual and pair will have a 2-minute time limit to meet the
same requirements,

The use of mini tramps, springboards, or any height increasing apparatus is prohibited.

You may enter and exit from anywhere on the track or mat. Teams should walk quickly onto the
mat, place their props (poms, signs, etc.) and immediately go to their starting position. There are
NOT to be any spirited entrances.

One cheerleader shall raise his/her arm to signal the announcer that they are ready to be introduced
and begin. The time begins with the first movement after the announcer says, “you may now begin
your competition.” Your exit will be counted in the designated time limit. The time stops when the
last cheerleader’s foot is off the mat.

SAFETY
Pyramids, mounts, partner stunts, or any act in which one person supports another is prohibited.
The use of mini tramps, springboards, or any height increasing apparatus is prohibited.
The only props allowed are; megaphones, signs, flags, poms and banners.
No Jewelry permitted.
